Multi-skill festivals (termly)

· ‘theme’ based

· Possible early specialisation  through NGB and club structure


Multi-skills festivals

Skills related to fencing:

Engarde position

Basic footwork, lunge, step lunge

Safety and etiquette

Intended to develop basic skills and provide an experience of the sport.

Mini-fence( competition* Mixed gender teams of three
Look up format

Between primary schools in the same cluster.

12m piste space (2 per badminton court).
Ideal indoor winter sports activity but can be undertaken at any time of year.

Key Stage 2: 9-11 years

· multi-sport comp (6 week block rotation)

· coaching and competition based on primary, secondary  or club sites


Continue with Mini-fence( or graduate to metal fencing equipment & full protective equipment if resources and coaching expertise allow

Size 0 or Size 3 foil or size 0 or size 2 epee or sabre
Coaching session followed by mixed gender Team competition.

Multiple school teams allowed.

Look up format

Between primary schools in cluster or across partnership. 

At central venue or other facility that can provide 4 x 12m pistes (ie 2 badminton courts)
